The saree of the deceased 
accidently caught fire when 
she lighted the lamp and she 
along with the other de­
ceased were burnt alive.

The prop­
erty belonged to a farmer 
who had given it on rent to 
Suraj to operate the ware­
house, DCP Lalchandani 
added. 

Deceased Jyoti fainted 
inside after the incident­
Rohit, brother of the de­
ceased Jyoti said that Jyoti, 
her son and daughter were 
inside when the incident 
took place. The children 
managed to escape while 
Jyoti fainted and died. Hari­
das, husband of the deceased 
Ramkali and an eyewitness, 
said he, his wife, and others 
were filling chemical con­
tainers when the fire started 
around 6 pm. We all ran to 
save ourselves, but my wife 
and Jyoti got trapped inside, 
he said.

Flood threat looms in N Bengal 
amid record rainfall in HP

Faith and fervour filled the 
air in Ayodhya early Saturday 
morning as lakhs of devotees 
set out on the sacred Panch­
kosi Parikrama at 4:02 am. 
Chanting ''.Jai Shri Ram," pil­
grims began the 15-kilometre 
circumambulation of Lord 
Ram's holy city, transforming 
Ayodhya into a vibrant sea of 
devotion. 

Agencies 
In North Bengal, the threat of 
another major flood is escalat­
ing as incessant rain, a result of 
the after-effects of Cyclone 
Montha, has caused river water 
levels to rise above the danger 
mark. This has triggered fresh 
panic over flooding and poten­
tial landslides in the hill dis­
tricts. 

Himachal Pradesh 
witnessed 47 
cloudbursts, 98 
flash floods and 148 
major landslides 
this monsoon, while 
454 people died in
